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| will be visiting a place called
Philipsburg Manor.

Philipsburg Manor is a site that
was home to 23 enslaved men,
women and children in the 18t
century. These people were
forced to work without pay for the
Philipse family, one of the richest
families in New York during this
time period.




During my visit, | will be walking a
lot. | will see and hear many things. |
may even be able to smell and touch
some objects.

If | am feeling scared or nervous, |
can borrow a backpack with items to
help me, like headphones, fidget
toys, and communication cards




My group will get our tickets
scanned in the Visitor's Center.

Then we will walk across a long
bridge to start exploring Philipsburg
Manor.

At the other side of the bridge,
someone will greet us and tell us
about the history of Philipsburg
Manor and explain what we can
see and do there.




The staff | will see on the other side
of the bridge are called Museum
Educators. They will be wearing
clothing from the 18" century to
show me how people dressed in
that time period.

They are here to tell me about the
history of the site and answer any
questions | have.




There are many different spaces that | can explore at Philipsburg Manor. My
group can go inside the different buildings and see the different activities in
any order we want. Once we are ready, we can move on to the next activity.




| will use a ramp to get into the mill.
If it is raining and the ramp is
slippery, we will go up one step.

In this building, | will hear about
how Caesar, an enslaved man,
used the mill to process wheat into
flour. The Museum Educator will
turn on the mill so | can see how it
works. This area may be loud for
me, but | can put on special
headphones if | want.




The Manor House

My group will go into the Manor House
through the basement. Then we will go up
nine steps on the outside of the Manor
House to get to the second floor. If
someone in my group cannot use the stairs,
we will go around the house and up the hill
to get to that floor.

This house has many rooms that show the type
of work enslaved women did for the Philipse
family. Because many of the objects are very old,
| won’t be able to touch them, but | can look.

If | need a place to sit down, | can ask the
Museum Educator and they will show me a place
where | can sit.




The Activity Center

My group will walk up three steps to
go into the activity center. If the
weather is nice,we will stay outside.
We may also get to see how ship’s
biscuits were prepared in a real bread
oven.

Inside the activity center, | will learn
about how the enslaved community
made clothes or prepared different
types of food and medicines.



The Barn

In the barn, | will learn
about the hard work it
took to process the
wheat so that it could be
turned into grain and
then flour. If | want, | can
try using the tools
needed to do this work.



While we are walking around, we
may see an orange cat named
Ginger. She may follow my group
around when we are outside.

Ginger is a barn cat. Her job is to
catch mice to stop them from

eating the wheat that the millers
and farmers need at Philipsburg.

Ginger is different from pet cats.
She may not like to be touched.
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My group can walk around
outside for as long as we like.

We can walk on the different
paths or explore the garden.

There are benches where we
can sit.

When we are ready we can walk
back to the Visitor’s Center.
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When my group is
ready to leave, we will
walk back across the
bridge to the Visitor’s
Center.

If | want, | can come
back to Philipsburg
Manor another day!
